| n the 2010 Regular Legislative
Session, the Legislature enacted and
amended provisions related to private
court-appointed and indigent for costs
cases. In particular, section 27.52(5),
Florida Statutes , was significantly
amended in relation to indigent for
costs cases. We asked Stephen M.

Justice Administrative Commission, to
share with us important summary
information on the revisions.

As amended, section 27.52(5), F.S.,
requires a written motion where a
criminal defendant with privately
retained counsel is seeking to be
declared indigent for costs.

$5,000.00 in a non -capital case or
greater than $25,000.00 in a capital
case where the state is seeking death,
there is a presumption of non -
indigency. To overcome this
presumption, the defense must show

a t through clear and convincing evidence

that the fees are reasonable based on
the nature and complexity of the case.
In making this determination, the trial
court considers the amount of fees an
appointed attorney would receive for a
similar case.

Upon conviction, the defendant
becomes liable to repay any due
process costs
expended by the
state. The attorney
is required to provide
an accounting to the
court of all costs paid
or to be paid within
ninety days after
disposition of the
case. The court will
then enter an order
determining the

If the attorney does
not provide a
complete accounting,
the attorney may
become personally
liable. To assist
attorneys in
preparing an
accounting, JAC
upon application will
provide a certificate
indicating the
amount of invoices
paid through JAC
and the amount of
invoices received by

The Legislature also enacted section
27.5305, F.S., which contains several
new provisions related to court -
appointed and indigent for costs cases.
This section imposes new requirements
related to obtaining transcripts. In
particular, before JAC can pay for a
deposition transcript, a court must find
that transcription is necessary. Absent
exceptional circumstances, such a
finding should only be made after the
deposition is taken. The order
authorizing transcripts should reflect
the date of deposition and the name of
the deponent for each transcript
authorized.

Section 27.5305, F.S., also directed
that uniform statewide rates for

private investigators and court
reporters would be adopted each year
in the General Appropriations Act.

The current rates for such services are
posted on JACOSs

Lastly, by January 1, 2011, attorneys
and due process providers must
participate in a direct deposit program
which allows for transfer of funds
electronically to their financial
institution. JAC does not review or
process the application to setup
electronic funds transfer. The
application must be submitted directly
to the Department of Financial
Services (DFS). Information and the
